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Irony - the expression of one's meaning by using language that normally signifies the opposite, typically for humorous or emphatic effect.
Analogy - a comparison between two things, typically on the basis of their structure and for the purpose of explanation or clarification.

Oxymoron - a figure of speech in which apparently contradictory terms appear in conjunction (e.g.,faith unfaithful kept him falsely true ).
Sarcasm - the use of irony to mock or convey contempt

Hyperbole - exaggerated statements or claims not meant to be taken literally.

Colloquialism - a word or phrase that is not formal or literary, typically one used in ordinary or familiar conversation.

Antithesis - a figure of speech in which an opposition or contrast of ideas is expressed by parallelism of words that are the opposites of, or strongly contrasted with, each other, such as “hatred stirs up strife, but love covers all sins”

Absurdity - the quality or state of being ridiculous or wildly unreasonable.

Understatement - the presentation of something as being smaller, worse, or less important than it actually is.

Wit - a natural aptitude for using words and ideas in a quick and inventive way to create humor.

Word Play - the witty exploitation of the meanings and ambiguities of words, especially in puns

Euphemism - a mild or indirect word or expression substituted for one considered to be too harsh or blunt when referring to something unpleasant or embarrassing.

Juxtaposition - the fact of two things being seen or placed close together with contrasting effect.

Parody - produce a humorously exaggerated imitation of (a writer, artist, or genre).

Spoof - imitate (something) while exaggerating its characteristic features for comic effect.

Burlesque - an absurd or comically exaggerated imitation of something, especially in a literary or dramatic work; a parody.

Double Entendres - a word or phrase open to two interpretations, one of which is usually risqué or indecent.

Pun - a joke exploiting the different possible meanings of a word or the fact that there are words that sound alike but have different meanings.

Anticlimax - a disappointing end to an exciting or impressive series of events

Innuendo - an allusive or oblique remark or hint, typically a suggestive or disparaging one.

Invective - insulting, abusive, or highly critical language.
